Community service and extracurricular activities

A Letter of recommendation from any of the following: teacher, counselor, administrator,
community outreach person, neighbor, employer, or church member. The letter must include
the length of time the recommenders have known applicant and in what capacity.

A wallet size photo (digital or hard copy photo is acceptable). Recommended but not required
8. An official high school or college transcript

9. A one-page essay addressing the question:
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As you plan for your future in college, how has your relationship with God given you hope
for the future? Reference Jeremiah 29:11

The completed application form, essay, current school transcript and letter of recommendation must be
returned to the Scholarship Committee by January 5, 2020 to the mailing address or email address.
The committee will confirm by email that your application has been received.
